Emergency First Aid with
Level A CPR & AED

This course provides valuable

techniques for those who want
more knowledge to respond to emergencies.
Provides a 3 year valid certification recognized
in the workplace.

Babysitting Course

This course helps young people

build the knowledge and awareness

about what it means to be a
responsible babysitter. Students will learn how
to prevent injuries, handle emergencies, and
gain infant and child care skills as well as basic
first aid.

Lock & Taq Procedures
