HALF DAY Courses:  
 

Fall Arrest Safety Training (AM)  
Over the last 20 years, falls have accounted for 
the single largest number of serious 
construction injuries and accidental deaths. 
Most of these deaths and injuries occurred 
because fall protection was either missing or 
not used. 
Whenever fall protection is in place, and used 

correctly, it works. The more you know about fall protection in 
construction the safer you'll be. Your life depends on it. 
The training goal is to provide basic knowledge required to 
work safely in areas exposed to fall hazards. The objectives 
are to enable users to  recognize fall hazards, identify and 
apply fall protection controls, including fall prevention and fall 
arrest. 
 

Liquid Propane Cylinder Handling (PM)
