Submissions should include full contact in-

formation, including phone number and 

email address, age and a 50-word bio. 

 

Playwrights aged 10-16 years will be  

considered.   

 

Each page of the script should include the 

title and page number. 

 

Those accepted will be notified soon after 

and informed of the workshop dates.
