You will attend Bishop P. F. Reding
Secondary School in Milton for the first
2 weeks, then one or two days a week at
Mohawk College at which you will have the
opportunity to earn College / Apprenticeship
CYW credits. You will also attend Bishop
Reding one day a month for Coop
integration classes. Finally, you will attend
Bishop Reding for the final week for your
summative evaluation. The rest of the time
will be spent at your Co-op placement.
